US Waiver things you
should know

The John Howard Society
does not fund this program,
assistance with this process
requires out of pocket costs.

A US waiver is required by
anyone who is seen as
inadmissible to the US. This
program is open to those
who are currently trying to
travel to the US, but require a
waiver.

This process can take from 6-
18 months, so it is best to
prepare your waiver in
advance of any travel plans.
